In April 2024, Bear Branch Solar applied to the Maryland Public Service Commission
for what is known as a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN),
which grants an applicant the authority to construct an energy generating station or
high-voltage transmission line in Maryland. According to the application, the solar
facility, intended as part of the state’s community solar program, would be built on
27 acres of a 65-acre property located east of Maryland Route 97 (Littlestown Pike)
and Lamb Drive in Westminster.
