On August 27, 2018, Potomac Electric Power Company, Delmarva Power & Light

Company, and Baltimore Gas and Electric Company (“Petitioners™) filed a Request for

Rehearing of the Public Service Commission of Maryland (“Commission”) Order No. 88783 in

the above-captioned proceedings (“Request”). The Petitioners seek a rehearing of the Order on

two items: (1) the date by which the EmMPOWER Maryland utilities must cease using existing
printed materials that do not contain the newly approved logo, and (2) the directive that the

EmPOWER Maryland utilities must file in their 2018 Q1 and Q2 plans a request for guidance on

how to handle a large inventory of existing printed materials.
