Issue Date:  October 1, 2021 

On September 30, 2021, Maryland Water Service, Inc.’s (“Maryland Water 

Service” or “Company”) filed an application with the Maryland Public Service 

Commission (“Commission”) for authority to revise and consolidate rates, charges, and 

tariff provisions for water and sewage disposal services, including supporting testimony 

and schedules.1  In its application, the Company asks the Commission for authority to 

increase its Maryland base distribution rates by $1,990,022, with the proposed rates going 

into effect on October 30, 2021.  This would represent a 108.70% increase in water 

revenue, and an 87.87% increase in sewer revenues. Pursuant to Annotated Code of 

Maryland, Public Utilities Article (“PUA”) § 4-307(b), the Company also requests that 

the Commission approve the consolidation of its water rates into uniform rate schedules 

for each customer class across all its water systems. In addition, the Company proposes 

standardizing tariff terms and conditions across all such systems.   

Pursuant to PUA §4-204, the Commission concludes that the proposed rates filed 

by Maryland Water Service on September 30, 2021 should be suspended for a period of 
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not more than 150 days from October 30, 2021.  The suspension period is necessary to 

provide the Commission with an opportunity to determine the justness and 

reasonableness of the proposals. 

IT IS THEREFORE, this 1st day of October, in the year Two Thousand Twenty-

One by     the Public Service Commission of Maryland, 

ORDERED: (1)  That the proposed rates filed by Maryland Water Service, Inc. 

on October 1, 2021 are suspended for a period of not more than 150 days from October 

30, 2021; 

(2) That proceedings as to the justness and reasonableness of the proposed 

rates are instituted by the Commission; and 

(3) That this matter is hereby delegated to the Public Utility Law Judge
