Supplier Diversity Program Annual Reports (“2020 Annual
Reports”) filed with the Commission by the Reporting
Companies,’ including any issues that may have come to Staff’s
attention during its review of the 2020 Annual Reports (“Staff
Report™);

At the virtual hearing, the Commission will receive limited live testimony from certain
parties, including utility companies, minority- and women-owned business enterprises, and Staff.
In lieu of additional live testimony, other individuals may submit comments in writing prior to
the hearing,’ or by July 23, 2021.

Written comments on this matter may also be submitted electronically or by first-class
mail by July 23, 2021. Comments submitted electronically must be submitted through the
Commission’s Public Comment Dropbox, which can be accessed through the Commission’s
website at www.psc.state.md.us.
